Diagnosis: Frontal margin distinctly pearled or
spined, sometimes indistinct in large specimens. Antero-
lateral borders with four or less teeth behind the external
orbital tooth, these being usually triangular but acute, at
times fading away in large specimens. Abdominal segments
II-V fused. Male plp 1 with a strong subdistal lobe,
subterminal spine field well developed and separated into
three longitudinal patches at its basal two thirds, confluent
towards tip. Displacement of the suture towards the dorsal
side quite distinct.
