A description is given for Pasiphaea diaphana Burukovsky et Romensky, sp. n. from
South-East Atlantic which differs from the closely related species P, cristala DBate,
1888 by a reclatively longer felson and presence of spines on merus I of pereopods and

from P. flageliata Rathbum, 1906 by the structure of anterior carapax and number of
spines on merus I of pereopods.
